Mercator, and the Ruhr-University Bochum the
Institute of German Cultural Studies will pay an
appropriate travel allowance of up to 1.400 €.

By
industrialization and coal mining the area grew
together and is still shaped by industry.

In 2010 the Ruhrgebiet was one of the
European Capitals of Culture. The Industrial
Heritage Trail links a lot of tourist attractions.
Highlights of the region are among others the
Zeche Zollverein in Essen and the Gasometer in
Oberhausen.

The biggest cities of the “Revier” are Dortmund,
Essen und Duisburg. With a population of
375.000 inhabitants Bochum is located in the
heart of the “Pott”. In 1965 the Ruhr-University
was opened, currently are about 35.000
students enrolled.

Bochum is famous for its “Currywurst’, the
“Deutsche Bergbau-Museum” and “Starlight
Express”, the longest running musical in
Germany. In the evening the Bermuda triangle
is popular, where you find a lot of pubs and
bars. For those who prefer theatre is the
Schauspielhaus just right.
