With reference to the decision of the Committee limternational Studies, No NV-273, decree of
October 2011, Education Exchanges Support Foundadtikes pleasure in offering the quota for
Lithuanian state scholarships for students, lecsueand researchers of foreign higher education and
research institutions. Two types of scholarshigsadfered:

1. Scholarships for short-term Lithuanian (Baltic)d@s (duration of studies — one (up to 5 months) or
two (up to 10 months) semesters per person). Theaqfl5 monthsoverall is offered.

2. Scholarships for the Lithuanian language and cellsummer course$. scholarshipsoverall are
offered.

The scholarships are not intended for a full cowfsstudy. Normally, an academic degree or diploma
cannot be obtained during the period covered bgthelarship.

PART 1. ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

1. The candidate has to be a student (not in the fieat), lecturer or researcher of a foreign higher
education and research institution.

2. The candidates for Lithuanian (Baltic) studies s$atship must have an official letter of acceptance
from the host higher education and research itistitun Lithuania.

3. Lithuanian state scholarships cannot be coupleld ethier grants or scholarships.

PART 2. FINANCIAL CONDITIONS

1. Stipend for Lithuanian (Baltic) studies:
v’ Undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate studgmsvad for Lithuanian (Baltic) studies will
receive a monthly stipend of 1.950 Lt (approx. &8iR);
v Researchers and lecturers approved for LithuanBaiti€) studies will receive a monthly
stipend of 3.250 Lt (approx. 941 EUR).

2. Stipend for Lithuanian language and culture surmer courses:
v’ Undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate studeptevad for the Lithuanian language and
culture summer courses will receive a monthly stepef 1.950 Lt (approx. 565 EUR);
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v Researchers and lecturers approved for the LitAndanguage and culture summer courses will
receive a monthly stipend of 3.250 Lt (approx. &UR).

3. Tuition fee for the studies or for Lithuanian language and culture summer courses,
accommodation costs and other expenses have to lmvered by the scholarship holder from the
scholarship received.

4. Any other fees such as student union fee, fbraembership fee, etc. shall be paid by scholarship
holder.

Eligible study fields from this group are as follewBaltic philology,
Lithuanian philology, linguistics, literature.



2. Second group — history, philosophy, theology and &ure. Eligible study fields from this
group are as follows: Lithuanian history, ethnol@gyl folklore, culturology.

Applicants for Lithuanian (Baltic) studies are re@qd to aggregate the grand total3®f ECTS (or 20
Lithuanian national credits) per one semesterThe total credit value from study fields of bditst
and second groups should be not less than 22,5 HGT35 Lithuanian national credits) in one
semester. Remaining 7,5 ECTS credits (or 5 Litharmmational credits) of the programme shall be
chosen from other study fields at the discretiothefapplicant.
